Commissioning

« Refit the shade. Rotate the shade clockwise to secure in place.

» Using the wall switch, this product can be switched between warm white (3000K), cool white (4000K) and
daylight white (6500K) to suit desired preference. This product also has a memory function so each time the
product is switched on, the last selected colour will be emitted.

To switch between the three different colour temperatures (3000K/4000K/6500K), the wall switch must be
switched off and on within 2.5 seconds. If the wall switch is not switched off and on in under 2.5 seconds, the
memory function will store the last colour selected.

Please note: this product has been preset so the first colour emitted out of the box is 4000K. Please bear this
in mind when adding/replacing products in parallel or similar.
